A draft partnership agreement or alternatively a letter of intent must be submitted to the Fund Operator in English together with the application, clearly defining the objective of the partnership and activities undertaken by each entity. A partnership agreement, based on a template provided by the FO, shall be submitted to the FO prior to the signature of the project contract. The eligibility of expenditures incurred by a bilateral initiatives Partner is subject to the same limitations as would apply if the expenditures were incurred by the Project Promoter.

5. Tax declarations of the last two years; Balance sheets of the last two years if the organization is audited by Chartered Accountants, the last reference & budgets and accounts of the last two years Fund Operator reserves the right to ask additional documents during the contracting phase with the project promoters pre-selected. 

For entities based outside Greece, their corresponding Governance Documents (Statutes and Representatives) must be submitted; More specifically from the above list what is applicable in their country of registration.
